User's Instfructions

Before installation and use, make sure the power socketisreliably
grounded.

Use 180-250V, 50Hz power supply. ltisrecommended to choose
products fromreliable and well - known brands for the socket. The
rated current value of the socket should not be lower than that of
the electric water heater. The socket circuit should be connected
with a dedicated branch circuit. Check whether the ammeter,
circuit breaker, and wire diameter meet the requirements of the
electric water heater.

The power socket should be installed in a dry place where water
spray cannotreach. Do notf plug orunplug the power plug with wet
hands. Otherwise, there is arisk of electric shock and injury.

Relief valve must be installed at the cold waterinlet of this electric
water heater. Forsafetyreasons, do not change the installation
position without permission. When the electric water heateris
working normally, water droplets may drip from the pressure relief
port of therelief valve, whichis a normal phenomenon.

Our company willnot be responsible for any losses caused by
improperinstallation of this water heater.

Before each use, the electric water heater must be filled with water
before connecting the power supply for heating. When filling water,
turn the mixing faucet to the hot water side and open it fo exhaust
the airin the inner tank. After filling, close this faucet.

In cold and freezing areasin winter, when the electric water heater
isnotused foralongtime, the waterin the inner tank of the electric
water heater should be drained.

® Installation Location:

1.The power supply should be 50Hz, and the rated voltage

should beintherange of 180V -250V.The connection of
the water heater should generally.

2.use adedicated branch circuit, and its carrying current

should be greater than the maximum current value of the
waterheater. ltisrecommended to use 4-square -
millimeter wires, anindependent socket, andreliable
grounding. Otherwise, the water heater cannot be
installed.

4. Check whetherthereis any abnormality in the socket
circuit, such as the ground wire being electrified or the
live wire and neutral wire beingreversed.

5.Check whether the electric water heateris full of water.
Turn the faucet orshowerhead of the electric water
heaterto the hot waterside and openit, then open the
waterinlet valve for waterinjection. At this time, cold
water enters the water heater, and the airin the inner
tfankis continuously discharged until water flows out
evenly from the faucet, indicating that the wateris full.

4. After the installationis completed and all pipelines are
connected, check whether the pipeline connectionis
reasonable. First, turn the faucet or showerhead of the
bathroom cabinetto the hot waterside and openiit, then
open the waterinlet valve, and then fill the water heater with
water to exhaust the air until a uniform water flow comes out
of the hot water faucet, indicating that the wateris full. Close
the faucet of the bathroom cabinet and check that there is
no waterleakage at each connection.

Draining procedure

.Turn off the water heater's power supply. Never drain or

flush the tank while the unitis energized.

.Close the cold waterinlet valve. Do not refill the tank with

water during the drainage process, as this will prevent the
tank from being fully emptied.

.Openthe handle of the pressurerelief valve at the bottom

of the water heater orremove the valve entirely.

.Turnon the faucet andsetitto the hot waterside to allow

the fank to vent to the atmosphere.

.Once the water heateris fully drained, reclose the pressure

relief valve handle orreinstall the valve.
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
